We’ll then have
a parish breakfast on February 18, the Sunday
before Ash Wednesday.

There are discussions happening with people from
the Metropolitan Community Church about their
church sharing space in our building. They need
some Sunday worship and coffee hour space and
some office space. Sometimes they will also need
meeting space. There will be a meeting on January
4 at 7:00 pm especially for clergy, finance and
vestry people from St. PJ's and several of the MCC
folk to talk some more. It's an open meeting, so
others are welcome too. What do you think? Is our
building big enough to house 2 faith communities?
(The MCC church has been sharing space with the
Methodist Church in Westville).

Pledges for 2007 have showing generous increases,
but coming in slowly. Last year we had 66 pledges
when all were finally in. So far, this year, at the time
of the December finance committee meeting, we
had received 36 pledges. Of those, 5 are new, 17
are increased over last year, 4 had to decrease
their pledges, and 10 remain the same, for a total of
$54,314. Hopefully by the time this arrives in your
mailbox, that information will have changed for the
better, or we will be having a serious discussion of a
new way to be church somewhere else, as we will
not be able to be church as we have known it
here. That's why every single pledge, small and
large, is so important. With everyone pledging, it
spreads out among us all the ability to be church
and live the life of our faith community together.
Each one of us is amazingly important in making our
life as church happen. Caring for our altar, singing
in the choir, helping to care for our building,
ushering, reading the Scripture and offering prayers,
teaching, helping with our mission and outreach
efforts, and providing financial resources for the
work God calls us to do. All is important and doesn't
happen without each one of us. So please, get
your pledge in and help us plan. The very good
news is that with the great help and generosity of
folk this past year, we are coming in very close to
budget. For that, congratulations!
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Bishop Jim Curry will be coming to the youth group
meeting at 5:00 on January 28 (yes, annual meeting
Sunday!) to share his slides of his trip to Mozambique
and talk with the youth about their efforts on behalf
of the millennium development goals. Bishop Curry
was glad to hear of our youth group's efforts to
collect change to purchase gifts from the heifer
project and the Episcopal Relief and Development
gift catalogs, to help alleviate hunger and poverty,
and asked if he could make this visit. We hope to
have some of the other youth groups from the
Deanery join us that evening as well.

The Annual Meeting of the Episcopal Church
of St. Paul and St. James will be held on
January 28, 2007 for the purpose of (1)
electing the wardens, members of the vestry,
clerk, treasurer(s), delegates to Diocesan
Convention, and any other parish
representatives as needed, (2) the
presentation of the parish budget, (3)
receiving parish reports, (4) and the carrying
out of any other business as may legally come
before the parish for the benefit of our
common life together.

We will gather for Holy Eucharist at 10:30
am, share a coffee hour/lunch together, and
begin the business meeting at 12:30 pm.
